The Summer Intensive Weekly Program is for students of all ages and levels. It includes all the services available 
at the Academia, structured in one package that offers: tennis training, physical training, lodging, language program, 
special activities, excursions, and airport transportation from / to:

The lodging service provided by the Academia encompasses housing within the gated facilities of the Naples Tennis 
Club. The Condos are supervised by our own staff.
